Manufacturing an upcycled product takes approx 2.5 hours for every single item. The original garment is
unstitched, ironed and then re-crafted into a completely new piece, with different shapes and details. Not a single
drop of water is used in the manufacturing of this garment: its colour is exclusively the result of the original
garment.
